National Newspaper Association, as part of the Affordable Mail Alliance, this week filed comments with the PRC opposing the Postal Service’s request for a Jan. 2, 2011, rate increase that would hit all mailers with a 5.6 percent postage increase and some periodicals mail by increases in the 10 percent range.
