SHIELD LAW: COALITION URGES EDITORS 
TO INFORM READERS ON OBAMA REVERSAL

The National Shield Coalition is encouraging members to editorialize about President Barack Obama's reversal of his stated support during the election campaign for meaningful national shield legislation. 

The House unanimously passed its version of the legislation last spring, but the Senate bill likely will remain locked in the Judiciary Committee unless the White House endorses it. Despite promises of cooperation during talks with Senate sponsors and media representatives, the administration continues to require as a condition for its support language that the coalition views as unacceptable. 

The administration insists upon a bill with a requirement that reporters reveal their sources in almost any instance, even when there is no national security concern, no court case, no criminal investigation but merely an "unresolved matter."

SPJ objects to administration changes to shield law bill

INDIANAPOLIS – Leaders of the Society of Professional Journalists are outraged that the Obama administration has reversed course and is now proposing changes that essentially render useless S. 448, more commonly known as the Free Flow of Information Act. If implemented, the administration’s changes would weaken the proposed shield law and offer little to no protection for reporters who refuse to disclose confidential sources. 

SPJ strongly encourages the administration to reconsider its position and focus on the importance of a federal shield law and how vital it is to the existence of a free press and an informed citizenry. SPJ also encourages all journalists to support the legislation by continuing to contact lawmakers and voice their support for a strong and meaningful federal shield law.  The Society applauds the efforts of the senators who support S. 448 and the protections for journalists and urges them to continue the battle.

“Not long ago, President Obama was a key supporter of this bill, but after one meeting with his national security team he appears to have been scared into making this poor decision,” SPJ President Kevin Smith said.

The latest stance is an about face to the support the administration gave early in the process. It also comes in direct opposition to the promises President Obama made regarding a federal shield law during his campaign and his previous actions as a senator.

Internet ad decline tied to recession

Internet advertising totaled $10.9 billion for the first half of 2009, down 5.3 percent compared with the same period in 2008, according to a report by the Interactive Advertising Bureau and PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP.

Randall Rothenberg, president and CEO of the IAB, attributed the declines to the recession, and said in a statement that online interactive advertising has been one of the advertising sectors that has been least affected.

Newspapers form preprint network

Six newspaper companies in southwestern Pennsylvania, including the Pittsburgh Post-Gazette, have formed a network to allow advertisers to buy pre-printed advertising through one point of contact and target the Pittsburgh market. The network will manage joint advertising insertions on behalf of all of the newspapers in the network, giving advertisers nearly 1 million readers in the Pittsburgh market.

 “This is great news for advertisers and readers,” said Times publisher Alan Buncher, “because it will give advertisers who are not typically in our newspapers an opportunity to reach an audience that invites our medium into their homes. And what reader doesn’t want to know about sales, new products and restaurants nearby?” — Beaver County (Penn.) Times

Still partly cloudy in Washington

Despite President Barack Obama's order for government transparency, Associated Press President and CEO Tom Curley says more work must be done to ensure federal agencies meet disclosure obligations. Curley testified to the Senate Judiciary Committee last week on the Freedom of Information Act on behalf of the Sunshine in Government Initiative, a coalition of media organizations and journalism-related groups whose mission is to promote policies enhancing public oversight of access to government information. 

"There's more work to be done," Curley said. "The secrecy reflex at some agencies remains firmly in place, and FOIA still contains relatively weak penalties for those that don't meet their disclosure obligations."
