-- Don't Get Fined; Know Rules on Election Ads

The Missouri Ethics Commission could fine your newspaper as much as $1,000 if you publish election campaign notices without the proper "paid for by" disclaimer. 

Election season is coming (April, August, November elections), and you can anticipate receiving campaign advertising for candidates and propositions.

Everyone on your ad staff should be familiar with the disclaimer regulations. Print them out, make copies, post them around your office and have them ready when candidates call or come into the office.

-- Hang up without guilt on 'relay call' puppies-for-sale scammers
Hang up on the "puppies for sale" relay calls, and let your staffers and readers know that these perpetual scammers are busy. DO NOT take time with the calls and DO NOT take or place any advertising from them.

Missouri Press has received calls from a number of newspapers that are getting numerous calls from people claiming to want to place classified ads for dogs for sale. These claim to be "relay" calls. Relay calling is a legitimate service used by speech and hearing disabled people to communicate by telephone. 

This relay call skit scam seeks to gain your sympathy. Don't fall for it. Tell your staff people to ignore the calls, hang up without guilt and get on with their work. 
And alert your readers not to be taken in by similar callers, even if the caller offers free puppies. (Freight charges will not be free, and they won't get a puppy. You won't get money for running the ads, either. You may get a credit card number, but you won't get any money.)
