-- Jury duty scam warning

Most of us take those summonses for jury duty seriously, but enough people skip out on their civic duty that an ominous kind of fraud has surfaced.  

The caller claims to be a jury coordinator. If you protest that you never received a summons for jury duty, the scammer asks you for your Social Security number and date of birth so she can verify the information and cancel the arrest warrant. 

Give out any of this information and your identity will be stolen. The fraud has been reported so far in 11 states. 

They use intimidation over the phone to try to bully people into giving information by pretending they are with the court system.

You may want to tell your readers about this scam and remind them not to give their social security numbers or any other personal information over the telephone unless they initiate the call.

-- McClatchy posts quarterly profit
(Reuters) — The McClatchy Company, publisher of The Kansas City Star and 29 other daily newspapers, posted a quarterly profit last week, reversing a year-earlier loss, and announced a plan that will extend a deadline for debt payments, prompting a 12 percent gain in its share price.

McClatchy, which also publishes The Miami Herald, The Sacramento Bee and The Fort Worth Star-Telegram, said its fourth-quarter results were helped by an improving advertising climate, particularly for its websites.

For the fourth quarter, McClatchy earned $25.8 million, or 30 cents a share, reversing a year-earlier loss of $27 million, or 33 cents a share.

McClatchy announced plans to delay the deadline to repay debt. It will issue $875 million in senior notes due in 2017, and use the proceeds to repay debt due in 2011 and 2014.

Shares of McClatchy, which is based in Sacramento, rose 64 cents, or 13 percent, to $5.60.
