The Enterprise Record in Chico, Calif., and the York (Pa.) Dispatch will begin their paywall trials in July, according to MediaNews Group Interactive. Consumers will be able to read up to 10 stories for free each month before they are asked to begin paying for access.

Gannett’s Tallahassee (Fla.) Democrat, The Spectrum in St. George, Utah, and Greenville (S.C.) News will institute website payment plans July 1. The Democrat and News will charge nonsubscribers $9.95 to read their online content.

-- Task Force, RJI discuss industry projects

(Newspapers & Technology) -- The Donald W. Reynolds Journalism Institute (RJI) at the Missouri School of Journalism is behind an effort to establish an industry-wide Information Trust Association (ITA) that, among other objectives, would ensure that consumers felt comfortable in sharing personal information across the web.

The organization, in concert with the Multistate Digital Task Force, convened a three-day conference last week to discuss the creation of the ITA, along with associated efforts that would allow newspaper readers to personalize the news and advertising they see on a paper's website.

Newspaper publishers and the newspaper associations in Missouri, Iowa and Kansas initiated the project a year ago.

Bill Densmore, a consulting researcher at RJI, showcased Circulate, a news personalization initiative developed by CircLabs Inc. The Circulate Discovery Service software, now in beta testing, adds a toolbar on top of a user's browser that serves as a repository for news and information selected by the reader, Densmore said.

The conference also discussed the possibility of launching an operating company or association that focuses on helping newspapers industry-wide protect, share and manage their digital content. Bill Monroe, director of the Task Force, said the working name for the new entity is the American Newspaper Digital Access Corp.

-- Web measurement standards sought

(MediaWeek) -- Web audience measurement confuses advertisers and frustrates online publishers who believe the lack of consistency is costing them revenue. To remedy that, the Interactive Advertising Bureau is spearheading the creation of uniform standards for Web measurement. 

The IAB’s initial focus is online audience, but it hopes to ultimately standardize ad exposure across all media platforms.

IAB believes that media companies could face government intervention if they don’t standardize on their own.

-- TV ad costs rise

(Ad Age) --  After forking over price increases of 7% to 10% for ad time on broadcast TV in the recent upfront market, advertisers are likely to blanch at a disquieting fact: They are paying more for less. Buyers are projecting noticeable declines in household commercial ratings across the prime-time grid for the coming fall season, per Advertising Age's annual survey of ratings estimates from media-buying firms.   

The projections suggest significant audience erosion. For the recently completed 2009-2010 season, ad buyers had projected a 14.1 household rating for ABC's popular "Dancing With the Stars," a 13.1 for CBS' widely watched "NCIS" and a 13.7 for the Tuesday airing of Fox's "American Idol." But for the coming cycle, they envision those programs will generate ratings of 10.3, 10.8 and 10.37. Bottom line: Broadcast TV advertisers are paying more to reach fewer people.
