-- Postal Service to Seek January 2011 Price Change
 
The Postal Service on Tuesday filed a price-increase request of 4-6% with the Postal Regulatory Commission (PRC). A First-Class stamp would increase 2¢ to 46¢. Costs for mailing Periodicals and Standard mail (shoppers) would increase substantially.   

If approved, the new prices would take effect on Jan. 2, 2011. The PRC has 90 days to accept, reject or modify price requests.
 
The Postal Service also has requested the elimination of mail delivery on Saturdays.

-- Be alert to phony email messages
Remind your staff people often to be alert to email mischief. Even email that claims to be from a legitimate business can be phony. 
The editor of a weekly notified Missouri Press that she has received recent emails that claim to be from UPS. The emails say a package could not be delivered because of a bad address, and an attached invoice could be copied and the package could be claimed at the UPS office.  

Repeat often in your staff meetings that emails like this need to be trashed without opening attachments. Attachments can contain any number of nasty bugs that can infect a computer. 

Tell your staffers to be suspicious of unfamiliar email addresses and to pay attention to those mental red flags that pop up. Tell them to ask a supervisor what to do if they don't want to delete an email they aren't sure about.

-- Circulation revenue up; wages fall
Inland Press Association’s latest National Cost & Revenue Study for Daily Newspapers reports that circulation departments are increasing their profits. The 2010 study, which covers 2009, reports that circulation profits ranged from 46.9 percent to 48.1 percent. Forty-six percent is traditionally viewed as a successful profit margin for circulation, according to Inland.

Circ numbers in last year's study failed to yield even 30 percent profits in all circulation sizes, Inland said.

Inland's study states that the 2009 numbers were a result of a 20 percent increase in circulation revenue and a reduction in circulation expenses of approximately 9 percent.

Inland reported that its Newspaper Industry Compensation Study indicates that wages decreased an average of 1.42 percent from 2009 to 2010.

-- Candidate not 'bona fide'
The FCC advised Missouri broadcasters that it "would not be unreasonable" for them to find that Glenn Miller, a white supremacist write-in senatorial candidate from southwest Missouri, isn't a bona fide candidate and does not qualify for airtime under agency rules. Stations must make commercial airtime available to bona fide candidates.  

Being on a ballot establishes candidates' bona fides, but for write-in candidates, the FCC requires an additional showing of a legitimate statewide campaign. Campaign headquarters, handing out literature, news releases and speeches would all be indications, as would a statewide campaign. Miller has none of those qualifications, the FCC said.

Radio stations and the Missouri attorney general asked the FCC to advise them on whether Miller qualified for air time as a candidate.
