Massachusetts Considers Ban on Some Alcohol Advertising 
Massachusetts lawmakers are considering a bill that would ban alcohol advertising on state property.
The Marin Institute, an alcohol industry watchdog based in San Rafael, Calif., says the law could benefit about 25,000 children from around Boston who depend on public transportation to go to school and are exposed to alcohol advertising during their commute.
The group noted that the Massachusetts Bay Transportation Authority is one of only two major public transit systems that explicitly allow alcohol advertising.
