You’ll need to start using the IMb in place of the POSTNET™ barcode. In May 2011, the POSTNET barcode will be ineligible for automation rates.

-- University of Colorado may drop Journalism School
The University of Colorado has announced a proposal to discontinue its School of Journalism and Mass Communication. 

Faced with budget cuts and citing the rapid evolution of digital media, the university will consider creating a broader school of information, and decide whether it should close its traditional journalism school. 

An exploratory panel will work this semester to consider a new program for “information and communication technology.” 

The School of Journalism and Mass Communication has 647 undergraduates, 58 master's students and 26 doctoral students. Another 684 undergraduates are in the pipeline as “pre-journalism” majors.

USA Today publisher Dave Hunke told the Associated Press last week that the company will focus on delivering content on the internet. The newspaper, in operation for 28 years, is the second largest in the nation behind The Wall Street Journal, with a circulation of about 1.8 million.  
The action is expected to result in a 9% reduction of USA Today's workforce.

Last October, after 100 years of publication, the Christian Science Monitor announced plans to replace its daily print edition with its website.

The MPA Board of Directors proposes to change MPA Bylaws, increasing the number of MPA Directors from six to eight. The MPA membership will vote on the proposal at the MPA Business Meeting, 11:45 a.m. Friday, Oct. 15, during the annual convention at The Lodge of Four Seasons, Lake Ozark. 

Here is the proposal, old language is in brackets, new language is in bold type.

“Article VI, Section 6.  Directors. There shall be [six] eight Directors of this Association and each shall serve a term of three years or until his or her successor is chosen. Directors shall take office January 1, following election. Director’s terms shall be staggered so that [two] no more than three seats shall be open for election each year.”
