-- Postal 'droop test' may boost your mailing costs
On Oct. 3 the U.S. Postal Service will begin charging higher postage rates on SOME newspapers that fail deflection standards (droop test). Rates WILL NOT increase on newspapers that pass the droop test or papers that are sorted to carrier route and entered at the post office that delivers them to subscribers (destination delivery unit), either in county or outside county.  


Droop Test in a nutshell: Place a newspaper on a table and slide it 5 inches over the edge. If it droops 3 inches or more, it fails. (Test applies to both dimensions.)

If you quarter-fold your newspapers, this change may not affect you because your papers may not droop excessively when extended over the edge of a table. If you do not quarter-fold, your papers probably will fail the droop test.

Expect some confusion at local post offices. You are encouraged to visit with your postmaster now. If there is confusion, with your postmaster, contact the postal design specialist for your region to see if there is something you can do differently to avoid a postage increase.

Papers that you sort to carrier route and deliver to the post office that delivers to subscribers -- either in your county or outside your county -- are not affected at this time. (These papers go right to the mail carriers and do not go through sorting machinery, so drooping is not an issue.) 
If your paper does not pass the droop test, this will be an issue for the papers you send out of the area. You won't have enough subscribers in far away areas to sort those papers to carrier routes and avoid this rate increase.

If you are not using Postal Service-approved software to create labels for your newspapers, you should examine that process. There are costs involved, but there also are savings. 

If you don't want the expense of buying software and the required regular updates, email your mailing list to a nearby mailing service or newspaper and pay it to print your labels and mailing paperwork.
