File Postal Statement of Ownership/Circulation by Oct. 1

If you have paid online subscriptions to your newspaper, you can count them on your Postal Form 3526 on Line 15.b(3), where it mentions "Other Paid Distribution Outside USPS." 

To count them, you must get at least 30% of your Basic rate for an online subscription.
All publishers of Periodicals publications — that includes newspapers that use the Postal Service for delivery — must deliver to their Postmasters by Oct. 1 each year a completed Form 3526 Statement of Ownership and Circulation.  
Get a copy of the form from your postmaster or download it from http://www.usps.com/forms/periodicals.htm.
