Curley said an effort is under way to track websites engaged in content "scraping," and he planned to name 18 of them.

-- Best Buy shifting some insert money to TV
(Ad Age) -- Best Buy is shifting millions into TV advertising. In 2009, it spent $150 million on TV advertising. To free up more funds for TV, the retailer is pulling money away from inserts and trimming distribution in parts of the country where newspaper readership has suffered.  
According to Ad Age's Leading National Advertisers report, spending by all U.S. advertisers on network TV fell 7% in 2009; spending for spot TV, syndicated TV and cable TV was also down. 
Free-standing inserts (FSI's) saw a 3% increase between 2008 and 2009, while internet spending, the only other media category to see an increase, rose 7%.

-- Number of newspapers surges in India
(The Economist) -- Since 2005 the number of paid-for Indian daily newspapers has surged by 44% to 2,700, according to the World Association of Newspapers. That gives India more paid-for newspapers than any other country.

The growth of Indian newspapers is driven by rising literacy and a booming economy, although only 65% of Indian adults can read. That is nearly twice what it was three decades ago. 
As India’s middle class swells, firms are buying newspaper advertisements for property, mobile phones, cars and matchmaking services.
At less than four rupees ($0.09) each, Indian papers are cheap, and many households buy more than one daily.

-- Officials want Internet to become tappable
(New York Times) WASHINGTON — Federal law enforcement and national security officials are preparing to seek sweeping new regulations for the Internet, arguing that their ability to wiretap criminal and terrorism suspects is “going dark” as people increasingly communicate online instead of by telephone.

Essentially, officials want Congress to require all services that enable communications -- including encrypted e-mail transmitters like BlackBerry, social networking Web sites like Facebook and software that allows direct “peer to peer” messaging like Skype -- to be technically capable of complying if served with a wiretap order. The mandate would include being able to intercept and unscramble encrypted messages.

The bill, which the Obama administration plans to submit to lawmakers next year, raises fresh questions about how to balance security needs with protecting privacy and fostering innovation. And because security services around the world face the same problem, it could set an example that would be copied globally.
