LITTLE ROCK (AP) — The Arkansas Democrat-Gazette has exercised an op-
tion to buy daily newspapers at Bentonville and Fayetteville, ending an agreement 
under which the Democrat-Gazette leased the publications from Community Pub-
lishers Inc.

The deal also includes eight weeklies in the region.

Jeff Jeffus, publisher of the Northwest Arkansas Times and vice president of the 
Arkansas Democrat-Gazette northwest edition, will assume overall responsibility 
for the Democrat-Gazette’s northwest Arkansas publications. Kent Marts, editor of 
the Benton County Daily Record, will assume additional duties as vice president and 
general manager of the Daily Record.

Mike Brown, publisher of the Benton County Daily Record, will remain with 
Community Publishers.

Newspaper publishers pay attention: The nation’s second largest real estate com-

pany announced recently that it is going to pool all U.S. residential listing infor-
mation in one central Internet site. “In lay terms, this means that … any property 
listing, whether it is a RE/MAX listing or not, can be reviewed at remax.com …” 
said Dave Liniger, RE/MAX chairman.

The site will compete with Realtor.com, which is owned by the National Asso-
ciation of Realtors.

This is another indication that lucrative print advertising contracts may dimin-
ish as brokers — and consumers — increasingly see the value of Internet market-
ing.

The NAR and Realtor.com have ad-
opted restrictive rules that have drawn 
criticism from some real estate brokers, 
newspaper publishers and others. In 
fact, the U.S. Department of Justice 
is in the middle of an investigation to 
determine if the NAR rules and poli-
cies violate restraint of trade rules.

Brokers have complained that Real-
tor.com is too expensive, restrictive 
and cumbersome.

“Realtor.com has been something of 
a joke,” RE/MAX broker Geri Ruby 
of East Fishkill, N.Y., told Redherring.
com.

RE/MAX spokesman Bill Echols 
told Redherring.com: “We have always said we would like to display everybody’s 
listing on remax.com, but because of local MLS (multiple listing service) and IDX 
(Internet data exchange) regulations, we haven’t been able to do that. You had to 
go through Realtor.com. We believe there should be an open door for everybody.”

An open door for everybody is a policy that newspaper publishers should en-
dorse, especially since current NAR policies greatly limit newspapers’ access to real 
estate listing databases.

Newspaper publishers increasingly have found that NAR and Realtor.com rules 
and regulations have barred online newspapers from gaining access to real estate 
listings.

Consumer groups have complained that the NAR rules have discouraged online 
brokerage firms from offering discounted real estate commission rates.

Real estate advertising has accounted for about 5.5 percent of newspapers’ adver-
tising. This significant revenue stream is in danger as more and more home buyers 
and sellers recognize the Internet as a better medium to buy and sell homes.

Some in the real estate business fear that the Internet could disintermediate bro-
kers, much as travel agents were hurt by consumers’ ability to buy airplane tickets 
and hotel rooms online. Brokers, agents, buyers and sellers are increasingly viewing 
the Internet as the market place for residential housing. Newspaper publishers need 
to pay close attention to the battle over the control of home listings.

Control of inventory — housing listings, auto inventories and job ads and re-
sumes — will be key to who controls local marketplaces.

The advertising will follow the market places, and print is losing market share.
