Missouri Press continues to build its defense against attacks on the printing of public notices in newspapers. You can help preserve these notices by sending all of your newspaper's content of each issue to Newz Group, the system operator of Missouri Press' website, http://www.mopublicnotices.com. The many newspapers already doing this are listed below. 
As stated in the 2011 Advertising Agreement between Missouri Press and your newspaper, your newspaper's electronic files, sent to Newz Group, will allow public notices to be posted on the Missouri Press site quickly. Such posting will strengthen the website and help newspapers fend off threats by local governments and the state of Missouri.
 
There are two ways to transmit content to Newz Group. The preferred way is FTP (file transfer protocol). The advantage of FTP is that once the initial set-up is completed, the process can be automated -- you don't have to do anything else. If you already use FTP to send your paper to a printing plant, you can simply add Missouri Press as an additional recipient. When your pages go to the printer, they will also go to Missouri Press.

If you can't send your paper using FTP, you can log on to a Newz Group portal and send your pages that way. The disadvantage of this method is that it has to be done for every issue of your paper.

-- Proposed FOIA rule would allow lying
(ProPublica) -- A proposed amendment to the Federal Freedom of Information Act would allow federal agencies to tell people requesting certain law-enforcement or national security documents that records don’t exist -- even when they do. Under current FOIA practice, the government may withhold information and issue what’s known as a “Glomar denial” that says it can neither confirm nor deny the existence of records.

The new proposal -- part of a lengthy rule revision by the Department of Justice -- would direct government agencies to “respond to the request as if the excluded records did not exist.”
