-- Papers in Chillicothe and Dexter report scams
Someone posing as a representative of the Chillicothe Constitution-Tribune has been preying on the paper's customers.

The daily was notified by two individuals that they received telephone calls from someone stating that the Constitution-Tribune was no longer sending statements to advertisers, and that their bills should be paid immediately by credit card.

Publisher Rod Dixon said that this obviously was a scam. The paper still mails statements to advertisers and renewal notices to subscribers. A report was made to the Chillicothe Police Department.

The paper reminded its customers and subscribers not to give credit card information over the phone unless they initiate the call.
The Daily Statesman in Dexter reported that a reader had received a text message claiming to be from the newspaper stating that the reader had been selected at random to receive special offers.

A call to the phone number provided led to a request for personal information to take advantage of what appeared to be legitimate deals from known companies.

The newspaper contacted police and ran a story reminding readers to not give out personal information when they do not initiate the contact.

-- N.Y. Times circulation up 25%
NEW YORK (AP) — The Wall Street Journal remains the No. 1 newspaper in the U.S with average weekday circulation of 2.1 million, according to the Audit Bureau of Circulations. Gannett Co.'s USA Today ranks second with 1.8 million, and The New York Times is third with 1.2 million on average from Monday to Friday. The latest figures cover the six months that ended Sept. 30.

Digital subscriptions are included in the circulation totals. The Times had the highest circulation on Sundays with 1.6 million. The Journal and USA Today don't publish on Sundays.

During the period, the Times had average weekday digital circulation of 380,003 and Sunday circulation of 371,933. News Corp.'s Journal had a weekday average of 537,469.

The Times saw its circulation grow 25 percent, primarily because of the new digital policies. Many people opted to buy a print subscription because it comes with free digital access; others simply paid for online access.

Your newspaper's electronic files, sent to Newz Group, will allow public notices to be posted on the Missouri Press site quickly. Such posting will strengthen the website and help newspapers fend off threats by local governments and the state of Missouri.
 
There are two ways to transmit content to Newz Group. The preferred way is FTP (file transfer protocol). The advantage of FTP is that once the initial set-up is completed, the process can be automated -- you don't have to do anything else. If you already use FTP to send your paper to a printing plant, you can simply add Missouri Press as an additional recipient. When your pages go to the printer, they will also go to Missouri Press.

If you can't send your paper using FTP, you can log on to a Newz Group portal and send your pages that way. The disadvantage of this method is that it has to be done for every issue of your paper.
