The FDA, USDA and Centers for Disease Control have joined food manufacturers to develop a set of voluntary advertising and nutritional guidelines that would dramatically change advertising of snack foods presented to those under age 18. The agencies have issued a draft proposal outlining several options and wants public feedback.

The federal agencies want to know if there are antitrust implications to the new guidelines, whether they raise commercial free speech or first amendment issues and whether other problems are foreseen.

-- Postal: Emailed, faxed 'Requests' now permitted

"Requester" newspapers may now document proof of their readers’ requests by e-mail or by fax, thanks to a revised Customer Support Ruling (PS-054) from the U.S. Postal Service. National Newspaper Association Postal Committee Chairman Max Heath said USPS Mailing Standards recently released its revised standards for Requester verification, specifically permitting e-mail requests, so long as the requests include:
 
-request date,
-title of publication,
-an expressed desire to receive the publication, and
-the complete name and address of the requester.
 
Heath said his committee hopes to announce soon a change in rules to permit electronic subscriptions paid for by readers to count as paid circulation.

-- Big bad wolf blowing on digital house of cards

How secure is the worldwide digital house of cards? Not very, as breaches of internet records show us repeatedly.

Below is a link to a "wolf" cry by Diane Mermigas, editor-at-large of MediaPost, a media news and comment website. 

While the column does not address the issue of moving public notices out of newspapers and onto government-managed websites, it makes a great case for never doing that. Here's an excerpt.

"The bottom line is that data in all forms will be both a liability and an advantage of the digital age. Learning as we go is riskiest for consumers, upon whom businesses must depend for their digital fortunes. Jeopardizing that delicate balance this early in the game would be a mistake of irreversible proportions -- not only to consumer-based media-driven companies, but to the country.

"The FBI recently warned that the lack of security and proper regard for data contributes to America's overall vulnerability in the digital age. 'The cyber threat can be an existential threat -- meaning it can challenge our country's very existence, or significantly alter our nation's potential,' said Steven Chabinsky, deputy assistant director of the FBI's cyber division."

On a personal level, are banks and retirement account administrators keeping any paper records of our balances? A digital backup of a digital record is still digital.

Arlington, Va. – Newspaper publishers drove tremendous traffic to their websites in this year’s first quarter, attracting an average monthly audience of 108.3 million unique visitors -- nearly two-thirds (63.9 percent) of all adult Internet users.

The analysis, performed by comScore for the Newspaper Association of America, also indicates that newspaper websites continue to attract key demographics and affluent consumers, reaching 60.4 percent of 25-to-34-year-olds and 74.4 percent of adults in households earning more than $100,000 a year on average throughout the quarter.
