Media General consolidated copy editing and design for its 23 daily newspapers over the past two years, eliminating 18 positions. Gannett, the largest newspaper chain in the U.S., is rolling out five regional centers this year to handle design and copy editing for 80 community newspapers. 
The Hartford Courant announced plans to outsource all copy editing and design to Tribune Co.'s Chicago Tribune, eliminating 19 newsroom positions.

-- Food companies propose advertising rules
(L.A. Times) -- Some of the nation's largest food and beverage companies -- including Kraft, Kellogg, Nestle, Coca-Cola and PepsiCo -- have proposed self-imposed regulations to drastically restrict the kinds of products they advertise and market toward children. The uniform nutrition criteria come after a handful of federal agencies, including the Federal Trade Commission, were directed by Congress to establish guidelines for such advertising.

The industry plan targets a number of food types, including juices, dairy products, grains, soups and meals. It holds companies to limits on the amount of calories, sugar, sodium and saturated fat allowed in foods promoted to children.

The regulations will give the companies time to make adjustments. As it stands, the recipes of about one-third of all food and beverages marketed toward children would have to change, or the companies will not be able to advertise those products after Dec. 31, 2013.
